Proposal Explanation
The Society of Quality Assurance (SQA) Education Committee (EdCom) is seeking individuals to create online training modules to begin their online training program.  These modules are intended to be sold by SQA on their website for on-demand training.  The SQA EdCom is looking for authors qualified to create single or multi-unit modules in various quality assurance topics, including but not limited to:
· Good Laboratory Practices (GLPs)

· Good Clinical Practices (GCPs)

· Good Manufacturing Practices (GMPs)

· GLP/GCP/GMP cross-training (GxPs)

· Computer Validation

· Scientific Archiving

· Animal Health topics

· Biotechnology

· Bioanalytical topics

· Medical Devices

The format for these units shall be a PowerPoint presentation that includes narration recorded into the PowerPoint slides, exercises focusing on practicing the application of skills learned, and a multiple-choice test to determine that a trainee has fully grasped the objectives of the training.  For broader topics, it would be encouraged that an author develop several shorter units (presentations should be no longer than 30 minutes) in the same format, requiring a trainee to pass the unit test before moving on to the next unit in the training module.  At the end of the module (2-10 units), the trainee will take a test provided by the author encompassing the entire multi-unit module in order to receive a certificate of completion for the module.  The Education Committee may review and request revisions of any module prior to the author receiving payment or the unit being launched on the SQA website.  SQA shall have final approval on all modules.
Compensation

Authors will be required to release the training module(s) they have designed to SQA, making SQA the sole owner and distributor of the intellectual property.  In return, SQA will pay the author $500 for single-unit modules and $1,000 for multi-unit modules.  The author will always be cited by SQA as the creator of the module(s).  Authors may also earn credits toward their RQAP-GLP and RQAP-GCP re-certification as described in the SQA RQAP re-certification guidelines.
Author License (section added 12 February 2007)
Author shall be required to sign an agreement with SQA giving ownership of the training module(s) to SQA.  SQA shall grant the author perpetual license to re-use the module(s) or any part thereof, though some provisions shall apply to this license.  Authors shall not be permitted to advertise that any training they are presenting is the same training as found on SQA website, and authors shall not be permitted to use any reference to SQA or the SQA logo in their marketing materials.  However, authors shall be permitted to include in their CV and Biography that they are involved in preparing SQA training modules.  While authors are permitted to use the module(s) with their own logo/letterhead in perpetuity, they shall not be permitted to give or sell the training module(s) or any part thereof to another trainer.  Any violation of the agreement the author signs with SQA may result in SQA revoking the perpetual author license.

Response due:  5 October 2007
Decision date:  early to mid January 2008
In providing a proposal, the proposed author must include the exact topic/title of his/her proposed module, a set of objectives for the module, whether the module is to be single or multi-unit, a CV detailing the author’s qualifications to create the module and a proposed agenda/plan for each unit of the module.
